COMBINED WORKING PRACTICES - Level 2
This course was established by the process industries for widespread use across all sectors.  The industries involved include: Pharmaceuticals; Water, Cement; Oil; Gas and Petroleum; Refractories and Building Products and Waste Management. The principle users of the award are the Surface Coatings, Metals, Man-made Fibres and Paper and Board manufacturing sectors.
AIMS OF THE COURSE 
For participants, who already have an operational role within a processing business and have some responsibility for their own work activities, to have their current skills assessed and recognised against accredited national standards and to raise their level of competence at work to meet the standards.
COURSE CONTENT
The course consists of four mandatory units and four additional topics to be chosen from two comprehensive groups of options.
Mandatory Units:
· Meet safety, health and environment requirements in the workplace 
· Support the achievement of work objectives 
· Support your own and others’ improvement at work
· Respond to process problems
Optional Units: 
· A total of four topics are to be chosen from the two groups, with either 2 or 3 from a group of 10 specific production-based activities and 1 or 2 from a group of 8 general production-based or support activities

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
Participants must be working in an operational or support capacity within a manufacturing environment or have an appropriate work placement.

COURSE ASSESSMENT 
Competence is assessed against agreed National Standards, with evidence obtained in the workplace from observation and witness testimony and by assessment of knowledge.  It is essentially a work-based qualification.

QUALIFICATIONS GAINED:  PAA\VQ-SET Combined Working Practices Level 2 NVQ

Successful participants can progress to equivalent qualifications for other areas of work or to a higher level management NVQ or relevant Diploma course.
